Then the Celebrant, facing the people and the couple, addresses the congregation and says

Dearly beloved: We have come together in the presence of God to celebrate
fifty-three years of family life and now to witness and bless the marriage of
Richard Thomas Nolan and Robert Charles Pingpank. It is particularly fitting
that they marry at Trinity College, where their life together began in 1955.

The joining together of two persons in heart, body, and mind is intended
by God for their mutual joy, and for the help and comfort given one
another in prosperity and adversity. Therefore marriage is not to be
entered into unadvisedly or lightly, but reverently, deliberately, and in
accordance with the purposes for which it was instituted by God.

Into this holy union Richard and Robert now come to be joined. If any
of you can show just cause why they may not lawfully be married, speak
now; or else for ever hold your peace.

Then the Celebrant says to the persons to be married

I require and charge you both, here in the presence of God, that if either
of you know any reason why you may not be united in marriage lawfully,
and in accordance with God’s Word, you do now confess it.

The Declaration of Consent

The Celebrant says

The Celebrant asks God’s blessing on the rings as follows

bound themselves to each other; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

The giver places the ring on the ring-finger of the other’s hand and says

Robert, I give you this ring as a symbol of my vow, and with all that | have
been, all that I am, and all that | have, I honor you, in the Name of God.

Richard, I give you this ring as a symbol of my vow, and with all that I have
been, all that | am, and all that I have, | honor you, in the Name of God.

Then the Celebrant joins the right hands of Richard and Robert and says

solemn vows, with the joining of hands and the giving and receiving
of rings, I pronounce them lawfully married, in the Name of God the
Creator, Redeemer and Sustainer.

Those whom God has joined together let no one put asunder.

The people remain standing. Richard and Robert continue to kneel, and the Celebrant says
the following prayer

O God, you have so consecrated the covenant of marriage that in it is
represented the spiritual unity between Christ and his Church: Send
therefore your blessing upon these your servants, that they may continue
to love, honor, and cherish each other in faithfulness and patience, in
wisdom and true godliness, that their home may always be a haven of
blessing and peace. Amen.

The Celebrant lays his hands on them and adds this blessing

God of all creation, bless, preserve, and keep you; the Lord mercifully
with his favor look upon you, and fill you with all spiritual benediction
and grace; that you may continue to live faithfully together in this life,
and in the age to come have life everlasting. Amen.

The Celebrant blesses the people

UNTO God’s gracious mercy and protection we commit you. The Lord
bless you and keep you. The Lord make his face to shine upon you, and be
gracious unto you.
