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Church leadership has asked The Rev. Lynne Jones to leave her six
-year position as associate for pastoral care at The Episcopal
Church of Bethesda-by-the-Sea, Interim Rector Perry Fuller said.

Jones, 55, the last of the full-time senior clergy to serve under
retired Rector Ralph R. Warren Jr., is leaving the church without
having another job, Fuller said.

Fuller described it as part of the “natural transition process” for the
church to clean house of the previous clergy staff before hiring a
new rector. Fuller confirmed that church leadership decided “now is
a good point to do this.”

Warren, who hired Jones, was the longest serving rector in the
history of Bethesda. He retired in April 2009 after 27 years at the
church.

“The general practice, in anticipation of hiring a new rector is that
the senior clergy be prepared to leave,” Fuller said. “We determined
it would be good to do this now. It will be a difficult transition for the
parish. Pastor Lynne has been here for the past six years. It's better
for this to take place before a new rector is hired so that the new
rector can hire whomever he or she wishes.”

Fuller was quick to say that Jones is well-liked and has done a great
job for the church.

“Pastor Lynne has a great commitment to the church,” Fuller said.
“She came to us as a mature person with life experiences, as well as
education. She has done excellent work with all the church groups
she has worked with.”

A reception in honor of Jones will be held at 10:10 a.m. next Sunday

have a chance to see Jones after the 11 a.m. service.

Bethesda'’s other full-time priest, the Rev. Andrew Van Culin, left the
parish in November after landing a job with St. John’s Cathedral in
Denver.

After Van Culin left, Jones assisted with running the church, Fuller
said.

“l could not have managed the parish without her assistance,” Fuller
said.

A 12-member committee is leading the search process to replace
Warren. The church is taking applications through Nov. 15. Fuller is
not a candidate and will be there temporarily until the church finds a
replacement priest.

Jones joined Bethesda in February 2004 as the associate for
pastoral care.

“I've taken great joy in my 61/2 years here,” Jones said. “l love the
people and | loved the team ministry with Father Hap Warren and
Hal Pyscher.”

Born and raised in Boynton Beach, Jones worked as the central
staff attorney at the 4th District Court of Appeals for eight years
before deciding to become a priest.

“l liked being an attorney, but I love being a priest,” Jones said when
she came to Bethesda. “l was spending all of my vacation time and
all of my days off with the church. It became more apparent that this
is what | was called to do.”

Jones, who holds a law degree from the University of Florida,
earned a master of divinity from the General Theological Seminary
in New York City in 1993. She has worked as rector of the Episcopal
Church of St. Simon and St. Jude in Ermo, S.C., and as rector of St.
Columba in Marathon and St. Francis in Big Pine Key.

In addition to carrying out clergy responsibilities, Jones developed
new programs fostering spiritual formation, said organist and choir
master Hal Pyscher. Jones brought in nationally known presenters
for seasonal spiritual weekends, he said.

“She designed and perfected spiritual weekends here, particularly at
the beginning of Advent and at the beginning of Lent,” Pyscher said.
“She’s led pilgrimages to places of great significances in Celtic
spirituality. She developed lay leadership through the Education for
Ministry program. She’s been a leader in making that program work
and has been instrumental in making it the thriving program it is
now. She will be greatly missed and | will miss having her here.”
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Lynne is a fine woman and a great leader at Bethesda...she will
be really missed! ! !
